UNINTENTIONAL INJURIES

Children are killed or seriously injured
on the roads of WHO European Region

More than 3000 children under the
age of 15 are killed on WHO
European Region's roads each year

Road traffic injury mortality rate for children

aged 0-14 (per 100 000 population)
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Road safety for children and
adolescents in the Region

e Road traffic injuries are the leading cause
of death for children aged 5 -14
e Tens of thousands more suffer from non-

fatal injuries placing a significant burden on
the health system

Why is it important?

e Children and adolescents are particularly
vulnerable to road traffic injuries: their
small stature decreases the visibility of
children to drivers of motorized vehicles

e Children cannot adequately perceive the
risks of road traffic injuries to ensure their
own safety: appropriate supervision of
children is essential

e Road traffic injuries are not “accidents”, they
are preventable

What needs to be done?

e Governments should implement the WHO
Safe Systems Approach (see WHO support
materials)

e Governments should create safer roads by
legislating for safer vehicles, enforcing
speed limits, and by educating people on
appropriate road behaviours

e All sectors should work in coordination
towards safer roads as it is an intersectoral
issue
